Jordan Cooperative Corporation operates under Cooperation Law No. (18) of 1997. It is the official
authority which supervises the cooperative sector in Jordan.

Strategic Objectives

1. Raising the economic, social and cultural level of cooperatives and local communities.

2. Promoting self-reliance to achieve economic and social benefits for cooperatives, pooling
efforts and focusing on the optimal use of resources.

3. Spreading cooperative thought and culture in society through media, communication,
education and training.

4. Developing the regulatory and legislative environment for the cooperative movement.

5. Building the cooperatives capacities and training cooperatives on the cooperative approaches.

Vision

A prosperous, independent, comprehensive and self-reliant cooperative movement that considers
cooperative principles and values and contributes effectively to the sustainable development of
Jordanian society.

Mission
Cooperatives pursue their mission of providing efficient, high-quality services to the affiliated
members within a democratically controlled governance structure.

Registration of cooperative societies and liquidation.
1. Monitoring and auditing cooperative societies' accounts and approving their budgets.
2. Providing technical support to cooperative societies and facilitating cooperatives' access to
funding agencies.
3. Cooperative education and training, spreading culture and raising awareness of cooperative
work significance.
4. Agricultural services by providing improved and sterilized seeds to farmers.

Core Values

One of the basic goals of cooperative work is to pool individual capacities, unite efforts and resources
in production, consumption and services, organize and mobilize work within collective frameworks
with the intention of changing work patterns into regular methods and relations according to a legal
framework (the association) inspired by the principles and values of self-help, which enables
individuals in society to raising their standard of living in economic, social and cultural aspects, which
leads to an increase in production, improvement, development, gross domestic product growth that
leads to the national income increase towards poverty and unemployment reduction through
enhancing cooperative values (self-reliance/ democracy/ equality/ transparency/ justice/ solidarity).

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New Types and Forms of Cooperatives Promoted
Shared service cooperatives (SSC) Labour-contracting cooperatives (LCC), Platform cooperatives,
Renewable energy cooperatives, Multi/stakeholder cooperatives, and social cooperatives.

Types of Cooperatives Currently Existing in Jordan
1. Agricultural cooperatives (348) that carry out multiple activities, including:

a. Livestock raising, or fattening, growing fruits and vegetables, and growing fodder
crops.

b. Adding value to the agricultural product, marketing the agricultural product, and
working in most other agricultural activities.

2. Multi-purpose cooperatives (779) that carry out various production and service activities,
except for housing projects.

3. Women’s cooperatives (77) that work in the field of food industries, knitting, handicrafts,
productive activities for rural women, and other related activities.

4. Savings and credit cooperatives aim to provide loans and advance funding to members to
provide agricultural and other production requirements.

5. Housing cooperatives (155) aim to purchase land and provide housing for their members.

6. Mutual benefit cooperatives (66), most of which are family cooperatives that aim to provide
solidarity and provide support and loans to members and other activities.

7. Tourism cooperatives (36) work in tourism by providing hotel services and promoting the
various types of tourism products in Jordan (environmental and agricultural tourism,
introducing heritage products, historical tourism, etc.).

8. Consumer cooperatives aim to provide consumer and food supplies to members and the local
community.

9. Water user associations aim to regulate the demand for water for farmers in their areas in
cooperation with the government.
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
